26/001 To Receive Apologies for absence

Hoe, Trowels, Spade, Secateurs, Gardening shears, Heavy duty thermal gardening gloves, Compost,
Mulch, All year-round grass seed,

4 sets of extra white Christmas tree lights for the 4 large trees on High Road adjacent the fields on High Road.
